OPEN CALL TO ALL MEMOIR AND DOCUMENTARY ARTISTS

First Person Arts invites creators of memoir and documentary art - in any discipline - to submit their work to be considered for First Person Raw, a nightly showcase of exciting, new work at the 2010 First Person Festival of Memoir and Documentary Art, Nov 10-14. 

We’re looking for writers, photographers, dancers, painters, spoken word artists, filmmakers, and anyone that has a story to tell and work to share. We give you the raw space – the Painted Bride’s large, loft-style studio—and a unique opportunity to present your craft to Philadelphia’s community of memoir and documentary artists, enthusiasts, supporters and participants. 

1. GUIDELINES

1.  All interested artists are invited to submit an application describing the content of their proposed presentation in detail and explaining how it incorporates a memoir or documentary approach.  Scripts, text, photo images, or audio/video recordings of the proposed presentation are preferred.  However, if this is a new work for which samples are not available, previous work of a similar nature can be substituted.  Online submissions are preferred, but can be mailed or dropped off (see address below)

2.  Applications are due by May 31, 2010.  A fee of $20 must accompany each application. Payment can be made by check or money order made to First Person Arts (see address below) or using Google Checkout. If you would like to pay online with Google Checkout, please indicate below and we will send you an invoice upon receipt of your application. We’ll announce the First Person Raw line up by the end of June.
3. Artists who are new to First Person Arts, as well as those who have previously presented with First Person Arts or entered a First Person competition, will be considered.  For those who have presented before, it is recommended (but not required) that the artist submit a different selection for First Person Raw

4. Each artist will have either 30 minutes or 1 hour to present and discuss his/her work. Please specify your required length below.  It is recommended that artists allow approximately 15-20 minutes of each half hour for their presentation and 10 minutes to respond to questions from the audience. Scripts, text, photo images, or audio/video recordings of the proposed presentation are preferred.  However, if this is a new work for which samples are not available, previous work of a similar nature can be substituted.  Online submissions are preferred, but can be mailed or dropped off (see address below)

5. First Person Raw will be held in the Painted Bride Art Center’s side studio space nightly during the First Person Festival of Memoir and Documentary Art. Please contact us for the specific measurements and layout of the space, if necessary. The entire studio space is approximately 30' x 40'. It is the artists’ responsibility to arrange for their technical requirements and set up, but we will provide a computer, projector, seats and basic lighting. Please specify your technical requirements, and we will try to accommodate any special needs. 

2. IF YOUR WORK IS ACCEPTED TO THE FESTIVAL
1. Fees and ticket split.  Your $20 application fee is the only direct fee that you will pay if your work is selected for the First Person Festival.  The gross revenues from ticket sales to your show will be divided 50/50 between First Person Arts and yourself. 

2. Space Rental.  First Person Arts covers all costs associated with space rental.

3. Promotions. First Person Arts will promote your performance in our First Person Festival Guide (distributed to over 40,000 households), on our website, and in our Facebook, Twitter, and other electronic outreach.  However, we do expect all accepted artists to take an active role in promoting their own show.

4. Technical considerations.  First Person Arts will provide a stage measuring 4’ x 8’ or 8’ x 16’, general lighting (on/off, focused on the stage) and basic sound if needed (wired microphones).  Any additional technical considerations are the responsibility of the artist(s).

If you are exhibiting visual art, your work may be on display before the presentation begins, but please indicate how long you will require to explain your work and receive feedback on it.

3. ARTIST’S STATEMENT

Please give a brief description of your history in the arts and why you do the work that you do. (200 words or less.)
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4. TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

Please describe all of the technical requirements for your program – i.e., projector, microphone, special lighting, particular size stage, computer. Please note that it is the artists’ responsibility to provide most technical requirements, but we can provide very basic lighting, a computer, projector, sound and seating. 


5. WORK SAMPLES

Please attach work samples of your proposed project or any other relevant work.
